o Select relevant keywords that enhance discoverability in indexing databases. 
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4. Introduction 

o Clearly state the research problem, objectives, and significance. 

o Provide a brief literature review to establish the study’s context. 

o State the research hypothesis (if applicable). 

5. Materials and Methods 

o Clearly describe study design, sample size, data collection, experimental 
methods, and analytical techniques. 

o Ensure reproducibility by detailing software, statistical tests, and instruments used.
